Introduction

The version of TS 36.521-1 incorporated in this .zip file contains a Text proposal for the LTE Performance Requirement section.

2. Summary
The text includes an update to descriptions of FRC in TS 36.521-1 sections A.3.1: General and a new section A.3.3: Reference measurement channels for PDSCH performance requirements (FDD). At RAN#41 in documents RP-080732 and RP-080743 CRs (R4-082118 {CR51} and RP-080743 {CR56}) were approved pertaining to MIMO correlation matrices and high speed train model. These propagation models are used in the PDSCH performance requirements (FDD) tests. The high speed train scenario is updated to modify the Doppler shift equation in section B.3. The addition of MIMO (4x2) and (4x4) correlation matrices were introduced in section B.2.2.3. Therefore, this text proposal aligns TS 36.521-1 to the core specification TS 36.101 in relation to PDSCH performance requirements (FDD).
Whilst the test cannot yet be considered complete, it forms a starting point which can be built on as the information becomes available. At the start of the test definition, all the aspects known to be incomplete are listed, allowing the current completion status of the test to be accurately assessed. As the test is developed, the aspects known to be either missing or not yet determined can be removed from the list, to the point where the test is considered to be complete.
