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Introduction
At RAN5#38 meeting the introduction of a batch concept had been agreed as proposed by several mobile network operators (originated from an activity within NGMN) to assist RAN5 in focussing on those signalling test cases (SIG TCs) which are more time critical for LTE/SAE introduction and which are needed e.g. for the work undertaken by LSTI (LTE/SAE Trial Initiative) on IODT/IOT.
The network operator community is continuously monitoring the RAN5 progress in definition of SIG TCs for LTE/SAE and, if required, is providing updates of the so-called Batch List which includes a prioritisation (batch level) for the different TCs. The batch level assignment is related to current status of the LTE feature prioritisation process within RAN5 [1].
Update of Batch List
The attached Excel spreadsheet includes an update of the Batch List presented at RAN5#40bis meeting [2]. The current list is aligned to the final SIG TC work plan provided by rapporteurs NEC and Motorola at RAN5#41 meeting in R5-085583 [3], i.e. it includes all agreements on modifications or deletions of already available TCs or inclusion of new TCs.
In addition a review of the batch level assignment primarily for SAE/NAS TCs have been carried out to keep balance with TCs in the AS part. The review was based on feedback from CT1 (SAE feature list) in R5-085035 and R5-085452 [4, 5] and SA2 in R5-084194 [6] to a LS sent by RAN5 [7].

Input from Vodafone based on R5-085320 [8] has been discussed by some of the operators. This will result in some new tests being proposed to RAN5 in a separate contribution for next RAN5#41bis meeting, i.e. the proposed new TCs are not included in the attached Excel spreadsheet.
Changes in the spreadsheet w.r.t. R5-084207 [2] are marked by a color code in columns B/C with the explanation for the code given in the header. For TCs added since R5-084207 [2] was produced, a proposal from the network operator group on batch level and segment is integrated in the corresponding columns. Any changes made are highlighted in red text color. In addition remarks are given for some TCs to explain the proposal or to raise open issues (e.g. whether or not these tests are really needed).
Proposal
It is proposed that 
· changes given in the associated spreadsheet should be considered by RAN5 signalling group for the update of the SIG TC list in the work plan,
· editors should make use of the batch level given for TCs in the spreadsheet in their TC lists,
· development of TC prose and TTCN-3 code should be aligned to batch levels given in the Batch List.
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
