Introduction
During RAN5#40bis RAN5 has agreed on a text proposal to TS 36.509.

According to the latest text proposal for TS 36.509[1]:

- in loop back mode B the loop back operation continues after the Inter-RAT handover.

- UE is not expected to process test control messages after the inter-RAT handover from E-UTRAN mode to other RAT
- After the Inter-RAT handover the loopback mode B function is only deactivated if the UE is switched off

2. Discussion

Having to power cycle the UE after every test case using loop-back mode B might be time consuming and unnecessary.

Proposal

It is proposed to introduce additional, more convenient way to de-activate the loop back functionality.

UE special conformance test functions
4.1
General description
The SS performs activation and deactivation of the conformance test functions in the UE by sending standard NAS Layer 3 messages. Apart from sending the appropriate deactivation command to the UE the functions shall be deactivated:

- by switching off the UE; or
- by removing the SIM/USIM.
The following special UE conformance testing functions can be activated (and deactivated):

UE test loop function.
