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RAN5 thanks PTCRB for the LS and would like to answer as follows:
1. The current situation

RX diversity was introduced in 34.121 with the HSDPA tests in Clause 9,  E-DCH tests in clause 10 and MBMS tests in clause 11 for  receiver type 1, 2 and 3.  The minimum requirements for those types are different compared to those UEs with no such type declaration. Hence extra tests for RX diversity are developed. RX diversity is fully covered in these clauses.
The minimum requirements   in all the other clauses are in general not different. Although not different, clause 7 (performance tests), was investigated, with respect to RX diversity. RAN 5 provided  connection diagrams for RX diversity and the corresponding references in the tests. RAN5 believe RX diversity is fully covered in clause 7.

RAN5 recognized that RX diversity is of particular importance in the test 6.8 (RX spurious emissions) RAN 5 provided full coverage for this tests with respect to RX diversity.

In the other clauses (except clause 8) there is a statement in the general text concerning RX diversity. But the individual tests do not refer to connection diagrams for RX diversity. 

RAN5 believe that 34.123 up to rel.7 is not affected from RX diversity.
2. Outlook

The work, done in clause 7 and clause 6.8, was done under “routine maintenance” It is the intention of RAN5 to cover RX diversity completely for all tests in 34.121. Currently RAN5 does not have a work item and no target date to cover RX diversity in all tests.
