The version of TS 36.521-3 incorporated in this .zip file contains a Text proposal for the Measurement Performance Requirements sections.
2. Summary
The text proposal is for RSRQ accuracy measurement performance case making changes to the following sections:

· Editor’s note to bring it in alignment with current status

· Updated minimum conformance requirements adding more detail requirements text based on core specification TS 36.133 approved CRs in RP-080919, RP-080934 and RP-080935
· Updated the test procedure text

· Updated message contents text based on latest TS 36.331 submitted to RP#42 in document RP-081021

· Updated the test requirements text
It should be noted that R&S will provide the test proposal for the updated initial conditions adding the connector diagrams information for all the RRM tests that are in Phase I.
Note: The structure of RSRQ is not in alignment with the core specification TS 36.133 “Annex A” e.g. RSRQ is numbered A.9.2. It is assumed that the editor of this document will align structure of RSRQ with TS 36.133.
Whilst the test cannot yet be considered complete, it forms a starting point which can be built on as the information becomes available. At the start of the test definition, all the aspects known to be incomplete are listed, allowing the current completion status of the test to be accurately assessed. As the test is developed, the aspects known to be either missing or not yet determined can be removed from the list, to the point where the test is considered to be complete.
