2. Summary
The text proposal is for E-UTRAN FDD to GSM cell re-selection case making changes to the following sections:

· Two references were added in relation to GSM specifications

· Updated Editor’s note to bring it in alignment with current status

· Updated minimum conformance requirements and the adding more detail requirements text based on core specification TS 36.133

· Updated initial conditions text

· Updated the test procedure text
· Updated message contents text leaving all values in brackets until they are finalized in core specification TS 36.133
· Updated test requirements text adding the cell re-selection delay value of 28 seconds in brackets until the cell re-selection delay value is finalized
Whilst the test cannot yet be considered complete, it forms a starting point which can be built on as the information becomes available. At the start of the test definition, all the aspects known to be incomplete are listed, allowing the current completion status of the test to be accurately assessed. As the test is developed, the aspects known to be either missing or not yet determined can be removed from the list, to the point where the test is considered to be complete.
