Procedure

1)
Set and send continuously Up power control commands to the UE until the UE output power shall be maximum level.

2)
Set the frequency of the CW generator to the offset 1 or offset 2 as shown in table 5.12.2.

3)
Measure the RRC filtered mean power of the UE.

4)
Search the intermodulation product signal, then measure the RRC filtered mean power of transmitting intermodulation, and calculate the ratio with the power measured in step 3).

5)
Repeat the measurement with another tone offset.

6)  For the tested UE with two transmit chains and two transmit antenna ports, measure the transmit intermodulation at the combined output of the UE (see Figure A.1a for the connection). The combiner used for combining the two outputs shall have equal path loss and zero phase difference between the two combining paths.
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
