6.3.2.4.1
Definition

6.3.2.4.2
Conformance requirement

1.  Inter-RAT reselection to an allowed CSG cell is supported when the UE is camped on another RAT.  The UE requirements are defined in the specifications of the concerned RAT.
2.  In addition to normal cell reselection, to detect suitable CSG cells the UE shall use an autonomous search function for CSG cells on non-serving frequencies when at least one CSG ID is included in the UE’s allowed CSG list. This UE autonomous search for CSG cells may also include CSG cells of RATs other than E-UTRAN. The UE may also use autonomous search on the serving frequency. The UE shall disable the autonomous search function for CSG cells if the UE’s allowed CSG list is empty.
3. Criteria 1: the SnonServingCell,x of a cell on evaluated frequency is greater than Threshx, high during a time interval TreselectionRAT;

Cell reselection to a cell on a higher priority E-UTRAN frequency or inter-RAT frequency than serving frequency shall be performed if:

-  A cell of a higher priority E-UTRAN frequency or inter-RAT frequency fulfils criteria 1; and

-  more than 1 second has elapsed since the UE camped on the current serving cell.

Cell reselection to a cell on an equal priority E-UTRAN frequency shall be based on ranking for Intra-frequency cell reselection as defined in TS 36.304 sub-clause 5.2.4.6.

Test procedure
Method C is applied.

a)
The SS activates Cell 1.

b) 
The UE is switched on and the SS monitors it for random access requests from the UE.
c)
The UE is made to perform manual CSG ID selection and select Cell 1. A complete Location Updating procedure is done where SS sends LOCATION UPDATING ACCEPT message.
d)
The UE is switched off. The SS deactivates Cell 1.
e)   The SS activates Cell 2. The UE is switched on.
f)
The SS waits for random access requests from the UE.
g)   The SS activates Cell 1 and changes the level of Cell 1.
h)
The SS waits for random access requests from the UE.
6.3.2.4.5
Test requirements
1) In step b, the UE shall not respond on Cell 1.

2) In step c, the UE shall respond and camp on Cell 1.

3) In step f, the UE shall respond and camp on Cell 2.
4) In step g, the SS should wait for more than 10s before activating Cell 1.
5) In step h, the UE shall respond and camp on Cell 1.
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
