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Introduction

With the start of TC verification and in the view of the time needs for successful introduction of LTE/SAE certification it has become even more important that GCF P1 and P2 TCs are made ready for TTCN implementation as soon as possible and preferably latest by the end of RAN5#45 meeting.

In the attached RAN5_GCF-P1-P2_Protocol_TCs_not_ready_for_TTCN_list_20091022.xls excel file the LTE/SAE Protocol TC with allocated GCF P1 and P2 which are NOT ready for TTCN implementation at the end of RAN5#44 are listed.
The attached excel file was distributed on the RAN5 e-mail reflector calling upon the relevant TCs authors to take a pre-emptive action and ensure, if possible, that the TCs level of completion at the end of RAN5#45 reaches 100% (i.e. they are ready for TTCN development).
The intention of this paper is to call upon RAN5#45 to investigate at the beginning of the meeting the status of the listed TCs (i.e. if CRs are being submitted and if there are any obstacles that may need to be resolved during the meeting) and if possible assign sidebars or similar during the meeting aiming at resolving the remaining issues.
NOTE:
Indication for the expected status at the end of RAN5#45 was provided by Section editors, summarised by the WI Rapporteur and included in the right most 2 columns of the attached excel file to the present revision.
It is also suggested that the status of the TCs is updated once more at the end of the meeting to enable clear picture of the situation and allocation if needed of post-meeting actions.
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
