The revised draft report of OP#21 was presented and approved without further amendment [3GPP/OP#21(09)13r1].

Report of OP#21 approved [3GPP/OP#21(09)13r1].
3.1
Actions arising

The status of the actions arising from OP#21 were reviewed and the progress made in discharging them discussed [3GPP/OP#22(09)03].  The following comments arose from this discussion:
A- OP20/2
TSG Chairmen to prepare guidance on the TSG responsibility/authority with respect to Work Overload and Work Item Prioritization for inclusion within the 3GPP wiki.
It was noted that text had now been included in the wiki.  The action was therefore considered as Discharged.
A- OP20/4

MCC (assisted by TSG Leaders) to develop a requirements document for the proposed 3GPP Electronic Approval Tool and to estimate the development cost.
Draft requirements had been presented to the previous PCG meeting (PCG22_22), but limited feedback had been received and hence they were not deemed to be stable yet.  The TSG SA Chairman reported that there was insufficient enthusiasm within the TSG community for this action to be pursued but that the matter could be re-examined in the future if the need arises.  The action was therefore considered as Discharged.
A- OP20/5

MCC to seek budget approval for the proposed 3GPP Electronic Approval Tool and then to oversee the tool development.
In view of the decision taken in respect of Action OP20/4, this action was considered as Discharged.
A- OP20/8

MCC (assisted by TSG Leaders) to consider implementing a “check list” within the 3GPP specification process to capture environmental issues related to 3GPP specifications, and/or developing specific text on the 3GPP website covering environmental issues.
The concept of a “Check list” was discussed by the TSGs but preference given to the addition of suitable text to the 3GPP website instead.  The action was therefore considered as Discharged.

A- OP20/9
TSG Leaders to consider appointing a smart card liaison officer to assist in ensuring a tighter coupling with ETSI SCP.
It was noted that CT6 had appointed Paul Jolivet as Smart Card Liaison Officer.  The action was therefore considered as Discharged.

A- OP20/11

MCC to perform a study of the suitability of an electronic document handling for all TSG and their working groups (based on the OMA tool as appropriate).

In view of the decision taken in respect of Action OP20/4, this action was considered as Discharged.
A- OP21/1

TSG Leaders, MCC leaders and FFG members to consider where cost savings can be made under the 2009 budget and to bring proposals back to the next OP meeting [3GPP/OP#21(09)12].

It was noted from document OP22_05 that cost savings had already been implemented during H1 2009 and that these would be carried forward to 2010.  While the need to make cost savings remained a permanent goal this action was considered as Discharged.

A- OP21/2

Dr. Chatterjee (ATIS HoD) to verify the ATIS with respect to the Copyright release request from OMA for the TTCN Code contained within 3GPP TS 34.229-3  by 31 May 2009 [3GPP/OP#21(09)12].

ATIS input had been received and reply sent to OMA.  The action was therefore Discharged.

Results from PCG#23 and matters arising

The PCG Chairman gave a summary of the results of the PCG meeting that had taken place the previous day.  Matters brought forward for the specific attention of the Organizational Partners included: the funding request from TSG RAN (80 man months for TTCN development); the funding request from TSG SA (10kEUR for algorithm evaluation); and the discussion surrounding the development of an electronic approval tool (covered under Action A-OP20/4 above).

Report of Funding and Finance Group Activities

The Secretary presented a report on the activities of the Funding and Finance Group since the last OP meeting [3GPP/OP#22(09)04].  The report led to three recommendations which are addressed in sections 5.2 and 5.3 below.

Summary of 2009 H1 Income and Expenditure and Year End Forecast

Mr. Scrase presented a detailed explanation of the income and expenditure of 3GPP for H1 2009 [3GPP/OP#22(09)05r1].  It was noted that income had been received from all Partners and that expenses were under good control.  The budget freeze that had been implemented at the previous meeting had been fully respected.

The Funding and Finance Group had supported the request from TSG SA for 10 kEUR to be taken from the 2009 contingency as a contribution towards the cost of the external evaluation of the new ciphering and encryption algorithms EEA3 and EIA3.  The Partners approved this proposal.

The Secretary reported that contact had been lost with two MRPs and that it was widely assumed that they no longer exist [3GPP/OP#22(09)07].  Based on this information it was agreed to erase MobileIGNITE and the Global UMTS TDD Alliance (GUSTA) from the 3GPP Agreement.

The decision above led to a wider discussion on the work being performed by the MRPs and the impression that some were actively supporting and promoting 3GPP activities and that others were not.  It was also noted that some MRPs were frequent participants in PCG/OP meetings while others had not participated for many years.
