Motivation

It was agreed to introduce eCall related protocol conformance tests in the release 8 specification of 3GPP [1]. This paper tries to define the scope of test cases specified in 3GPP RAN WG5 with respect to the modem functionality.

Discussion
The test specification for eCall can be divided in two main areas. One is related to radio protocol aspects and the second area is eCall modem conformance tests.
The RAN WG5 scope for eCall should be limited to pure radio conformance testing as it is defined in ToR. Requirements for RAN WG5 tests case development are originated by relevant RAN or CT groups in 3GPP. Any modem, codec or HL protocol aspects and interaction should be limited or completely left for other testing areas.
In 3GPP TS 26.269 bit exactness and minimum performance requirements for the in-band modem solution are defined. Bit exactness can be done by comparing reference input/output sequences of the modem implementation. Performance tests however are using objective measures. Channel conditions are simulated in an abstract way by C/I channel conditions. It is very likely to implement such tests making use of a full radio access and therefore implicitly testing the complete eCall application.

Conclusion

It is proposed to specify the test cases for eCall that:
1. signalling conformance test cases defined by RAN WG5 are testing the pure radio aspects of eCall.
2. modem related performance tests are executed as full application level tests over the air interface. 
If the above proposal would be adopted the conformance tests developed in RAN WG5 would not include voice codec or PSAP requirements in the test model. Further it is proposed to send a liaison to GERAN WG3 to inform them about RAN WG5 decision.
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
