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Discussion and Approval
1. Introduction
The following action point had been assigned to Rohde & Schwarz and 7 Layers at the GCF CAG #21 meeting [1]: 

“To make sure that messages shown in validation logs are reflected in RAN5 prose specifications”.  

2. Discussion

According to RAN5 PRD12 guidelines, all TTCN corrections that have been implemented during the TC verification process must be documented in a TTCN CR and submitted to the RAN5-SIG email reflector. 

This TTCN CR has to be accompanied by a ‘draft’ prose CR in case that the verified TTCN would then deviate from the latest RAN approved prose version of the test specifications.

Due to the fact that TTCN verification is continuously ongoing and not bound to specific meeting dates, the TTCN (e.g. ‘iwd-EUTRA-TVB2009-03_D09wk51’) and the currently available RAN approved prose (e.g. TS 36.523-1 V8.4.0) may therefore temporarily deviate until the accompanying prose changes of a TTCN CR have been RAN5 agreed and implemented into the next version of RAN approved test specifications.
As the verified TTCN is also the basis for TC validations against real UE prototypes, this temporary deviation between latest available TTCN and prose specifications may also be reflected in validation logs. 

3. Proposal

RAN5 is kindly asked to note and agree to the temporary existence of deviations between messages shown in validation logs (based on TS 36.523-3) and messages specified in the prose (TS 36.523-1). MCC-TF160 will continue to make sure that TTCN CRs are – if necessary – accompanied by corresponding prose CRs. This well proven working practise guarantees that possible deviations do not persist after the next RAN meeting which follows the GCF CAG validations.
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
