Introduction and Discussion
In GCF CAG#21 meeting, bandwidth used for test case verification and validation on bands 38 & 40 was discussed, and a LS is delivered to RAN5. Based on the LS, LTE TDD in Bands 38 and 40 will be deployed in a 20 MHz or 10MHz bandwidth, and it is proposed to validate Band 38 & 40 E-UTRA and EPC protocol test cases in a 10 MHz bandwidth configuration.
Based on latest LTE TDD deployment requirement and chipset/terminal industry status, 20Mhz will be deployed on band 40, so it is preferred to use 20MHz as the default bandwidth for band 40 E-UTRA and EPC protocol test cases verification. 
For band 38, more investigation is needed to confirm which bandwidth is suitable, so it is proposed to leave the band 38 configuration as it is (that is, keep the 5MHz configuration).
2. Conclusion
To align the test suite and latest deployment requirement, it is proposed to change the default bandwidth to 20Mhz instead of 10MHz for band 40 and leave band 38 for further investigation. Corresponding update on 36.508 shall be based on this assumption.
