With this clarification the Change Request was approved.

A discussion took place during which the individual elements of the proposed names were explained but consensus could not be reached on either of the proposals.  It was therefore agreed that the discussion could continue among the 3GPP Heads of Delegation, under the leadership of Dr Satoh, and that if consensus could still not be reached then a face-to-face meeting would be held in conjunction with the 3GPP LTE-Advanced Workshop scheduled to take place in Beijing on 18 May.  It was noted that the absolute deadline for a decision to be made was 1 week prior to the next ITU-R WP5D meeting.
