It was noted that all MRPs had been contacted with the exception of the IMS Forum.  The Secretary confirmed that he would discharge this remaining part of the action, with the assistance of industry members, before the next meeting.

The Secretary presented proposed guidelines (formulated by ETSI) which indicated the interaction that was expected between MRPs and 3GPP [3GPP/OP#23(10)10].  The purpose of these preparing these guidelines was to remind MRPs that there were expected to actively contribute to the work of 3GPP.  These Guidelines were approved.

Report of Funding and Finance Group Activities

The Secretary presented a report on the activities of the Funding and Finance Group since the last OP meeting [3GPP/OP#23(10)04].  The report led to three recommendations which are addressed in sections 5.2 and 5.3 below.

Request from the Cellular Operators Association of India (COAI) for MRP status in 3GPP

Correspondence had been received from the Cellular Operators Association of India (COAI) in which they sought MRP status in 3GPP [3GPP/OP#23(10)08].  Mr T.R. Dua (COAI) gave a presentation which outlined the work of the Association and the qualifications which he believed rendered them fit for MRP status [3GPP/OP#23(10)11].  After due consideration the Partners accepted COAI as an MRP in 3GPP.  (Note: the signing ceremony to formalise this acceptance was deferred until the next meeting).

Cellular Operators Association of India (COAI) accepted as an MRP in 3GPP [3GPP/OP#23(10)08&11].
