However, it was noted that it was not always necessary to spell out the meaning in long form and that over time the use of the three letter acronym in short form may be sufficient.

Mr Magnani (TSG RAN ITU-R Ad Hoc Group Chairman) and Mr Blust (ITU-R WP 5D Chairman) reported that the process of preparing the input to ITU-R for inclusion within IMT-Advanced was nearing completion and it was noted that the following actions needed to be certain deadlines:

For 23 March 2011 Deadline:

The Global Core Specifications (GCS), to be submitted by 23 March 2011, will be the 3GPP approved Specifications resulting from the December 2010 RAN, SA & CT TSG#50 plenary meetings.   Therefore, the version of the 3GPP Specifications available in Dec’10 shall be complete with reference to the specific features contained in TR36.912v.9.0.0 that enable LTE-Advanced to comply with the IMT-Advanced requirements.  For proper representation in the GCS, the Rel8 and Rel9 versions will be included along with the Rel10 versions in the GCS being submitted by 23 March 2011.

NOTE: Due to the tight timeline between the March TSG RAN Plenary #51 and the ITU-R submission deadline, the possibility to use the March 2011 version for only a few specific Specification might be considered on an emergency and exceptional basis, if deemed necessary, subject to advanced confirmation of TSG RAN and the MCC agreement on their ability to implement in an emergency timeframe the relevant changes.

The submission due by 23 March will follow the process of the Proposal submission utilized in Oct 2009:

· Individual members submitting the Overview, titles and synopsis of the GCS

· Each OP submitting a supporting document (ITU-R Ad Hoc to prepare the guideline text in due time)

· MCC to send to ITU a CD/DVD with the GCS (Rel8, Rel9, and Rel10; comprising a single set of Specifications for both the FDD radio interface and the TDD radio interface)

The PCG approved structure of the material being submitted is the following (any reference to additional naming such as “TD-LTE-Advanced” will be included only in the text pertaining to sect. 1.1 and/or 1.2.2 as appropriate).

Section 2 Detailed Specification of the Radio Interface Technology
It is noted that the term “component” that was utilized in the October 2009 submission is no longer necessary in the terminology from 3GPP as the complete SRIT (set of radio technology interfaces (consisting of both the FDD and TDD RITs) and as importantly each individual FDD and TDD radio interface have all been agreed by ITU-R as approved IMT-Advanced radio interfaces.  Hence the term “component” has been agreed to be removed from the structure proposed in RP-101006.

The list of 3GPP RAN Specifications to be included in the GCS, as well as the list of CT and SA Specifications (including the Vocabulary TR) to be included in the Overview (with relevant synopsis) need to be finalized by each TSG and communicated to TSG RAN#50.

In addition to the material required to be submitted, the OPs collectively will submit the Certification B (ATIS will coordinate among the OPs the relevant collective “Certification B” based on Doc PCG25-13).

For the 21 September 2011 deadline:

Each OP will transpose by 21 Sept 2011, only the Rel10 versions of the 3GPP Specifications that are part of the GCS using as baseline the versions of June 2011.  However for completeness the Rel8 and Rel9 versions will have been included in the GCS being submitted by 23 March 2011.

In addition to the hyperlinks to the transposed Specifications, each OP will submit the “Certification C”. (ATIS will circulate to other OPs a proposal in due time which includes suggested “common text” for the OPs to utilize.).

Mr Blust had also noted that the presentations available on the 3GPP web site contained good technical content but there was a lack of market oriented material.  

Dr Chatteree (ATIS) praised the marketing and communications work that had been done to date, but felt that some improvements could still be made as follows:

i) The materials used for 3GPP promotion should contain a blank space so that each Organizational Partner can add their own branding when these materials are used in regional events.

ii) 3GPP Speaker requests should be sent to relevant Organizational Partners first so that they can consider providing local speakers.

iii) When Guest Membership is granted to a company the most relevant Organizational Partner should be informed so that they can contact the Guest to explain the benefits and conditions for full membership.

iv) When ETSI, on behalf of the 3GPP Partners, has to defend a 3GPP related trademark the relevant Organizational Partner should be contacted so that they may assist in the defence.

v) The Communications Plan should be circulated on the Marcom list prior to publication to enable the Organizational Partners to comment on it
