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1. Introduction
As part of the Security and Accountability For Every Port Act of 2006 (SAFE Port Act), the Warning Alert and Response Network (WARN) Act [1] was passed by the US Congress in September 2006, and was signed into law on October 13, 2006. It required Commercial Mobile Service Providers (CMSP) to make an Election to Transmit or Not Transmit Emergency Alerts in September 2008. Most US operators have elected to transmit emergency alerts, consequently the Commercial Mobile Alert Service (CMAS) was developed in ATIS, TIA, and joint ATIS/TIA groups, in close collaboration with the US government (FEMA and DHS). 
While participating in CMAS is voluntary, once operators have committed to providing the service, they are required to follow the rules and obligations set out by the FCC. AT&T and T-Mobile have committed to provide CMRS and therefore we believe the DRX test should be regarded as a regulatory requirement.

It is expected that CMAS will be deployed in US UMTS networks in 2011 and it is therefore very important that UEs which support this system be tested adequately.

The purpose of this document is to analyze which test coverage is already available for the 3GPP features required by CMAS in UMTS, and to determine what is missing to fully cover it.
2. Discussion
The CMAS specifications developed by ATIS contain the following requirements:

[ATIS-070006 [2] clause 1]

“CMAS does not require modications to the 3GPP-defined Cell Broadcast Service”.
[ATIS-070006 [2] clause 5]

“The Cell Broadcast Service (CBS) supporting CMAS shall support the technical realization as specified in 3GPP TS 23.041”.
[ATIS-070006 [2] clause 5.6]

“Support of the Cell Broadcast Service Discontinuous Reception (DRX) shall be mandatory for both the network and mobile devices for both GSM and UMTS.”

From the above it can be seen that in order to support CMAS in UMTS, a UE shall support Cell Broadcast Service in UMTS, and additionally it shall support Cell Broadcast Service DRX.

Cell Broadcast Service is currently covered in test case 16.3 of TS 34.123-1 [3]. However this test case does not verify DRX operation, and there is no other test case in that same spec for Cell Broadcast Service DRX.
Therefore, in order to verify UE support of CMAS, it is necessary to add coverage for Cell Broadcast Service DRX.

3. Proposal
It is proposed that the following test case (see NOTE) be added to TS 34.123-1:
