RAN5 Data Throughput Item input from RAN5

The LS to RAN in RP-101046 on data throughput was presented by Samsung (Stoyan) and noted and the associated SI proposal was presented in RP-101073 by Spirent (Richard C). After some concerns about the involvement of RAN4, it was agreed that RAN4 would have secondary responsibilities, so the proposal was approved in principle. The final version was formally approved in RP-101422.
The Plenary accepted that the outcome would be a ‘900’ series TR i.e. one that is for external publication (TR 37.901). Whether this needs to be converted into a more formal TS is a matter for the future but it is not an issue today. I did mention in my SR the need for a dedicated bis meeting in March/April timeframe to progress this work, without having an adverse impact on the regular RAN5 stuff. To keep GCF happy I prepared a LS from RAN to GCF/PTCRB in RP-101403.

· TR 36.903 was approved as Release 8 (v8.0.0)

· It would be immediately upgraded to Rel-9 (v9.0.0) without technical change (just change cover page and history table). 2 release versions will exist in parallel (Rel 8 & Rel 9).

· At RAN#51, Ingbert to prepare a Release 8 CR to remove the technical content of v8.0.0 and replace it with a pointer to the Rel-9 instance; result will be v8.1.0 thus only the latest Release maintained.

Other Status Reports - UMTS/LTE 3500 MHz
RP-101094    UMTS/LTE 3500 MHz (75% In RAN4); presented by Ericsson. The TCD is now RP#51 (Mar 11). This WI will become Rel 10 upon completion. Below is an extract from the report:

With strong support from several operators for finalizing 3500 MHz specifications for both unpaired and paired bands, a first set of CRs were agreed in RAN4 [5-16]. The CRs include all updates of 3GPP specifications for E-UTRA TDD operation in Band 42 (3400-3600 MHz) and Band 43 (3600-3800 MHz). A number of CRs for UTRA TDD were endorsed, but there is not yet a complete set of CRs for all specifications. The Work Item report TR 37.801 is updated to version 0.10.0.

RP-101443    LS from TSG RAN/ RAN4 to ECC PT1 entitled: LS on Status of work on UMTS/LTE 3500 MHz. This provides further background information for those who are interested (see attached).    
Other Inputs impacting RAN5

RP-101375    UE Conformance Testing for inter-RAT redirection. I want to draw your attention to one late issue, that was not discussed in RAN5 previously, that has just been handled (Friday morning). RP-101375 (attached) was presented by Telecom Italia (co-signed by a number of operators) and this proposed the introduction of Conformance Testing for inter-RAT redirection from E-UTRAN in case of CS Fallback (CSFB) that will involve both RAN4 & RAN5 under TEI_9/ TEI_10.

· RAN4 identify suitable scenarios and specify the UE performance requirements for Release 8 and Release 9 features related to RRC connection release with redirection from E-UTRAN to UTRAN and GERAN by RAN#51;

· RAN5 define the corresponding RRM test cases, using cells within a single LA, for UE conformance testing by RAN#52;  
RP-101441    Approved updated proposal - so there is an impact for RAN5 RF group in the next 2 regular meetings.
