Reference Laptop/PC Configuration

The following items have been considered for appropriate Laptop or PC configuration that utilizes TCP or FTP as transport protocols. The laptop/PC configuration, including hardware and software is subject to change in order to follow the latest development in the market.

The used Laptop or PC should be equipped with appropriate (state of the art) hardware, as

- processing power in order to support high data rates.

- Interfaces as USB, Bluetooth, WLAN, LAN, etc.

- ffs

The reference Laptop/PC should be set up with a stable software configuration, dedicated for data testing only. This means the PC or notebook to be “Stand Alone” and not embedded in any network (e.g. company network). The reference configuration shall consider:


- An Operating System such as MS Win XP, Vista, Windows7 or MAC OS.


- The Modem Driver, provided by the UE manufacturer in latest version installed only for the DUT.


- TCP or UDP application as defined in chapter ffs.


- All additional programs influencing the data transfer, as virus scanner or VPN tunnelling, must be set to “Off” during the data transfer.
