Summary

There are a number of scenarios where the test procedures/content need to be aligned. This issue is being addressed in many other contributions for RAN5 #52. However, if some areas of misalignment remain, these will be addressed as an editorial udpate. The subsequent editorial update will be completed by the rapporteur.
Also, it is noted that there are a number of references to Table B.2.1-1 in Annex B.2.1 in the notes for the LTE test points. These references should be to Table B.1.2-1 in Annex B.1.2. It is proposed that the rapporteur will fix these references in the next revision of the TR.

There are a number of instances in the test parameters clauses for HSPA where the following text is found after the test points table.

It is proposed that the rapporteur will remove these references in the next revision of the TR since the justification of the selected parameters and test points is included in the TR.

The MAC headers configuration for all test cases should be more specific than what is described in “Annex C.9A of TS 34.121-1”. For example, it should allow MAC-ehs to be used in some test cases.

Additional information may be required concerning RLC configuration.

Some test parameters might need to be adjusted for UE Category and/or Receiver type.

The number of control channels may have to be adjusted for the 64QAM test cases.

Further definition of the downlink channels is needed for the uplink test cases.

Downlink throughput versus G-factor may be considered.
