Dedicated RLF timers, which are Radio Link Failure related timers and constants configured for each UE, were added to 36.331 in Rel-9. However, there is no test case about dedicated RLF timer in 36.523-1.
2
Proposal
The following RLF related timers and constants can be configured to each UE;

-T301, T310, T311, N310, N311
For N310 and N311, it is difficult to verify that UE uses them correctly, because sending "out-of-sync" and "in-sync" is an internal procedure of UE. Additionally, it is also difficult to verify that the UE uses the timers except T311 correctly, because range of these timers is narrow (e.g. T301 ranges from ms100 to ms2000).
Therefore, we suggest adding the single test case for T311 to section 8.5.1.
