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Introduction

Below are the notes taken during the recent RAN Plenary #54 that took place in Berlin in early December. The key outcomes were sent to the RAN5 reflector shortly during the meeting itself.

Matters arising from the RAN5 Status Report and CR Review

RP-111430    All CRs presented for approval were approved with the exception of R5-115209. The back ground is that R5-115209 was agreed at RAN5#53; CR to TS 36.521-1 relating to test tolerances to be defined for TC 6.6.3.3. Qualcomm led CR, co-sourced by Renesas Mobile Europe Ltd, Ericsson/ST-Ericsson, Nokia, ZTE, Samsung & Motorola Mobility. It was the result of many discussions since RAN5#50 (Feb 11) involving all parties. Verizon Wireless registered concern at RAN5#53 and then formally objected to at the TSG Plenary. No other company had raised a concern and there was no associated input to RAN#54 for review.

The expectation is that the CR will be resubmitted, and that Verizon (plus any co-sourcing companies as appropriate) will also provide an in-time, formal contribution to RAN5#54. This could be a discussion document and/or counter CR. I also mentioned that, depending on the outcome in the RF group, I may exercise the use of the ‘working agreement’ option. I added that this was only an option and I did not intend to predict the outcome at this stage. So now I am very clear in my mind that the onus is on Verizon to bring written contributions to the next meeting in order to convince the group why the previously RAN5 agreed CR is not workable and also to provide an alternative CR, upon which to make a decision. I have also stated this to the Verizon delegate, in person, at this meeting.

Other Inputs impacting RAN5

RP-111659    Non-implementation of features where FGI is not applicable. Vodafone raised concerns that non-implementation of a mandatory feature: reception of 4 Tx antenna ports (including Tx diversity reception in idle mode), in the UE would potentially lead to such UEs not being able to gain access (connect) to LTE cells/networks when 4 carrier ports are operated by the eNode B in the cell. After an intensive discussion, it was agreed to send a LS to ask RAN4 and RAN5 to identify if there is sufficient test coverage to verify whether the UE can connect to the LTE cell/network when 4 CRS ports are operated by the eNode B in the cell, and report back to TSG-RAN at RAN#55. 

RP-111777    LS on Enabling operation of 4 Tx support in LTE networks. Prepared by Vodafone, from RAN to RAN4 & RAN5 to cover the issue raised above. A response is expected back to RAN#55. R5-120075 refers.
RP-111763    Reply LS on FDD/TDD and HRPD/CDMA2000 RRM tests. Prepared by Clearwire, from RAN to RAN4 and copied to RAN5 for info. This followed a discussion on the issue of adding FDD/TDD and HRPD/CDMA2000 RRM test cases to either Release 8 or 9. It was concluded that these test cases should be included from Release 9 onwards.
