	Reason for change:
(

	The need for a TC (13.4.6) verifying the Handling of Local Emergency Numbers List provided during Attach, LAU and normal RAU procedures has been identified in the WP for IMS Emergency CT1 asp. Due to extensive number of sub-scenarios that need to be verified in the 3 areas, a single TC would become extremely long and very difficult to handle in TTCN. Therefore splitting the original TC into 3 TCs would be desirable.

If the Attach procedure is kept in TC 13.4.5 then such a split requires separate TC for the normal RAU procedure.

	
	

	Summary of change:
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	A prose description for TC 13.4.12 is added to cover the verification of UE's Handling of Local Emergency Numbers List provided during normal RAU procedure.
Because TC 13.4.12 is very similar to TC 13.4.11 with LAU in the latter replaced with normal RAU in the former, full TC description is not provided and instead references to TC 13.4.11 are used wherever possible.

At Step 4, the UE shall transmit an ATTACH REQUEST with Request type set to “emergency” on Cell 2.

At Step 8, the UE shall transmit a SERVICE REQUEST on Cell 2.

At Step 9, the UE shall transmit an ACTIVATE PDP CONTEXT REQUEST with Request type set to “emergency” on Cell 2.

At Step 16, the UE shall transmit an ATTACH REQUEST on Cell 1 with GMM parameters not reflecting previous ATTACH on cell 2.
