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1. Introduction

In 36.304[1], the condition for the UE to perform enhanced (Squal based) cell reselection was clarified, in order to avoid the ping pong problem during inter-RAT cell reselection. (For details about ping pong problem, see [2].)
The condition is changed so that the UE can perform Squal based cell reselection from E-UTRAN to another RAT only if the UE supports the Squal based cell reselection from the other RAT to E-UTRAN.
2. Discussion
We think that it is necessary to add new test case, which verifies that the UE does not perform Squal based cell reselection from E-UTRAN cell broadcasting Squal related parameters to another RAT cell (i.e. the UE performs Srxlev based cell reselection ) if the UE does not support Squal based cell reselection in the other RAT.

3. Proposal
We propose to add TC 6.2.3.x to 36.523-1 Rel-9 work plan as follows:
