Operational mode, model and serial number of the DUT shall be documented to the test report. Whether the DUT is positioned against the phantom head with a specific device holder or by other means it should be described in the test report. When the DUT is positioned on the laptop ground plane phantom it should be described in the test report. A photograph of the test setup is recommended.

Test equipment list should be included in the test report.
