	Reason for change:

	The CR corresponds to paper of R5-121323. It is proposed to add alternative connection diagram for test case 9.3.3.1 with single Iot generator. The phase rotator is used to uncorrelate the two Iot signals after the split from the single Iot generator. 
The phase rotator approach is leveraged approach from Figure A.20 of 36.508 and currently is utilized in RSRP and RSRQ accuracy RRM test cases in 36.521-3 for the intention to un-correlate both of the SS2 output signals after the splitter. 
The alternate connection diagram is expected to have the same results as figure A.21 setup in 36.508 . The alternative setup is more cost effective since it utilizes only one Iot generator.
