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Please find my report from the recent CAG#31 meeting that was held over the period 26 – 27 Jun12 in Shanghai, China; the meeting was hosted by TMC. The notes have been compiled from a mainly RAN5 perspective. 

Management

The CAG Chair Luca Piccinelli (Telecom Italia) chaired the meeting, supported by the Vice Chair, Valerie Townsend (Panasonic) and assisted by Graham Rose of Forapolis in a secretarial role, with additional support from Chris Hogg (CGF Secretariat). 
Reports

CAG-12-358r2          CAG#30 Report was approved. Only the action points were reviewed in CAG-12-451r1 updated and approved and will be included in the current meeting minutes. Points to note from doc 336:

CAG-12-424              GERAN3 status report presented by GERAN3 Chair (Stoyan Baev - Samsung) – noted.

CAG-12-364r2          RAN5 update; presented for information only but included latest RAN5/TF160 docs for LTE status. In addition iWD003 document (CAG-12-365), was made available as usual. The meeting endorsed the content of the document as the basis for decision making regarding the acceptance of validation reports for RAN5 conformance tests.

Other Inputs

The Chair outlined the requirement for the CAG to have elections following the decisions made at the recent SG meeting. The key points are:

· The rotation of Chair and Vice Chair of AGs was not necessary.

· The Chair or Vice Chair of AGs would be elected for two year terms.

· Observer Members could be a Chair or Vice Chair of AGs.

· It was preferred that the Chair and Vice Chair of AGs should come from different membership categories, but as an exception Chairs from the same membership categories could be allowed.

· Both Full and Observer Members would vote in the election of AG Chairs.

· Associate Operator Members could not be a Chairs or Vice-Chairs of AGs.

· Elections at 4th AG Meeting of the year.

PRD Related

CAG-12-450              New PRD Validation Procedures document. This is an extract from existing PRDs that puts all the relevant procedures into a separate and more useable and accessible place. This will be reviewed and updated over time – the work is being led by Rohde & Schwarz. 
Relevant Incoming Liaison Statements/documents

CAG-12-360              From PAG report (not available) an LS entitled: Reply to LS on OTA measurement methodology. It has questions for RAN4 but for info to CAG.

CAG-12-475r1          Presented by Anritsu entitled Clarification of 3GPP Test Spec Version to be used for the Protocol, RF, RRM TC validation submissions. This proposed a mechanism for determining which versions of Test Specifications should be used for validation purposes. This would avoid the problems found in the past were different versions had been used. The associated (late) CR to GCF-VP was presented, and approved, as CAG-12-477 under agenda item 11 and has been passed to the DCC Experts' Group for further elaboration.

New Work Items Approved at Previous Steering Group

CAG-12-379              Handling of new work item proposal for Enhanced Rel-8 MAC test coverage for E-UTRA Category 1 UE (FDD and TDD) presented by Ericsson. The purpose of the work item proposal was to reinstate MAC test case 7.1.8.1 into GCF certification for all LTE bands. The LTE MAC test case 7.1.8.1 (TS 36.523-1) on “Periodic RI reporting using PUCCH / Category 1 UE / Transmission mode 3/4” was originally included in the LTE Rel-8 work items. The test case was later on removed from a number of the LTE work items based on the assumption that there were not going to be any Category 1 UEs in the near upcoming future. The justification for reinstating the test case is due to the GCF strategy towards certification of devices for M2M, consumer products and other verticals and where such devices may embed low cost LTE FDD and TDD modules based on Category 1 UE implementations. The principle was approved so the associated CRs adding the TCs to several bands in CAG-12-380, CAG-12-381, CAG-12-382, CAG-12-383, CAG-12-384, CAG-12-385, CAG-12-386, CAG-12-387, CAG-12-388, CAG-12-389, CAG-12-390 & CAG-12-391.
CAG-12-410r4          WI-151 entitled Conformance testing of dual mode (FDD/TDD) LTE UEs Bands 25/41, presented by Clearwire to introduce this WI. The CEC is Oct 12 – approved.

CAG-12-412r2          WI-151 entitled Conformance testing of dual mode (FDD/TDD) LTE UEs Bands 07/40, presented by CMCC to introduce this WI. The CEC is Oct 12 – approved.

CAG-12-367r2          Post Meeting WIASR @ 120802 that is compiled and provided by myself.  This is made available in R5-123015. At CAG#31 the following bands were activated: FDD Bands 25 and TDD Band 39.

CAG-12-448r2          LTE Release 8 Test Case List presented by Chris Hogg (GCF) and is the near complete list to be adopted for LTE Rel-08 and also a separate version to be created for LTE Rel-9. It should also reduce a lot of duplicative work when dealing with so many LTE bands. The Rel-8 WIDs will be updated for CAG#32 so that the TC lists will be replaced by a pointer to the common TC list. This is made available in R5-123016.
