2. Discussion
CS/PS mode according TS 24.301 clause 4.3.1.

“A UE attached for EPS services shall operate in one of the following operation modes:




-
PS mode 1 of operation: the UE registers only to EPS services, and UE's usage setting is 


"voice centric";




-
PS mode 2 of operation: the UE registers only to EPS services, and UE's usage setting is 


"data centric";




-
CS/PS mode 1 of operation: the UE registers to both EPS and non-EPS services, and 


UE's usage setting is "voice centric"; and



-
CS/PS mode 2 of operation: the UE registers to both EPS and non-EPS services, and 


UE's usage setting is "data centric".”
PS vs CS/PS
· PS mode is when the UE registers only to EPS services
· CS/PS mode is when the UE registers to both EPS and non-EPS services
The IR.92 profile is applicable for both PS and CS/PS mode implementations.
Mode 1 vs 2

· 1 when UE's usage setting is "voice centric"
· 2 when UE's usage setting is "data centric"
The IR.92 profile contains no requirements or limitations.

Any specific operation modes requirements related to the term VoLTE, as used for IR.92 reference in the RAN5 documentation, would mean additional requirements and/or restrictions applied to or on top of the requirements of IR.92. This would be contradicting to IR.92 which does not require any such limitations. 

The test suite should be applicable to any IR.92 implementation.
3. Proposal
It is suggested that no VoLTE operation modes requirements shall be added in the RAN5 documentation.
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
