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1. Overall Description:

RAN5 would like to thank CT1 for providing the LS on clarifying the expected behaviour when EPS capability of the UE is disabled.

However after some discussions in RAN5 it was found that further clarification is needed.

RAN5 discussed a new CR (R5-123790) for TS 36.523-1 EMM test case 9.2.2.1.3 that is testing a scenario where the UE’s EPS capability is disabled. RAN5 companies had different opinions regarding the following aspect of this scenario:
· When the EPS capability of the UE is disabled does that mean that the EPS services of the UE are disabled too?
…
The detach procedure with appropriate detach type shall be invoked by the UE if the UE is switched off, the USIM card is removed from the UE or the EPS capability of the UE is disabled or the UE wishes to detach for non-EPS services.

…
Since the term EPS capability is not defined in TS 24.301 RAN5 was unable to decide what exactly disabling a UE’s  EPS capability means in terms of EPS (and GPRS) services.
RAN5 working assumption is that disabling EPS capabilities in fact means disabling EPS (and GPRS) services.
