	For the performance testing  A-GNSS GPS scenario 2, there are several inconsistencies in the acquisition assistance data in file “Perf GNSS Acquisition Assistance subtest1 02.csv”:

· “Doppler Zero Term" field  for the SV 7 has values varying more and less from 2902 (starting value) to 2735 (Last Value), instead they should be varying in the range from - 2970 to -3230,5.
· The "Code Phases" field for SV 17 and SV 26  are equal to each other, but they are supposed to have different values. 
· The index for the "Doppler 0 Term" and "Doppler Term 1" fields in the header of the file are always set to 0, instead they should be incremented taking into account the index of the SV for which the record is generated.

	Following changes have been made to the assistence data in in file “Perf GNSS Acquisition Assistance subtest1 02.csv”:
· “Doppler Zero Term" field  for the SV 7 filled  with values, varying properly in the range from - 2970 to -3230.5.
· The "Code Phases" field for SV 17 and SV 26, changed with a starting value of 630 for SV17 and 194 for SV26. 
· The index for the "Doppler 0 Term" and "Doppler Term 1" fields in the header corrected, incrementing by taking into account the index of the SV for which the record is generated.
