Method of test

Initial conditions

· System Simulator:

 - 1 cell, default parameters.

· User Equipment:

      - The UE shall have a held MultiParty call to two destinations (Call A-B and Call A-C). Both call states shall be U10 "Active" with auxiliary state "Call in MPTY, call held". The call shall be of a basic service supported by the UE and relevant to the MultiParty supplementary service as stated in 3GPP TS 22.004 table A.1.
   NOTE: The MultiParty call may be setup using the procedure specified in clause 7.2.3.3.1.6 of TS 34.108.

Test Procedure

Using suitable MMI or AT commands, the UE shall initiate a new outgoing call A-D. The UE shall send a SETUP message with a new transaction identifier and enter state U1 "Call initiated". On receipt of a CONNECT message followed by an ALERTING message, the UE shall send a CONNECT ACKNOWLEDGE message and enter state U10 "Active". The call state of the MultiParty call shall not be affected. The call states shall be verified by the SS sending a STATUS ENQUIRY message in respect of the transaction identifier of each call, and receiving a STATUS message indicating the appropriate call state.
