	Acquisition assistence data files contains detailed information which is provided to the UE to assist it to find easily the GNSS satellites in A-GNSS scenarios. However the generated data are dependent on the generation tool, its uncertainties, as well as impact of atmospheric channels etc. All of these factors are not standatized and are TE vendor specific. Due to such reasons, in several cases bugs were discovered, which impacted the UE performace artificially. Even the  existence of two file sets (from two different TE vendors) do not fully solve the problem. Thus it is proposed to consider the acquisition assistence data files as a recommendation but not mandatory.
