	The purpose of test case is out-dated. This test case only concerns release 8 and, does not encount relase 9 or later release of specicifation. Therefore, this test case can misjudge the behaviour of the UE with invalid USIM.
From 3GPP TS 36.304

·  Release 8: a UE with invalid USIM shall not select a EUTRAN cell, even though the cell is strong enough to camps on. 

·  Release 9 or later: corresponding statement has been deleted due to the fact that a UE can establish emergency call via a EUTRAN cell even if it does not have valid USIM, as long as both a UE and a EUTRAN cell supports IMS service. 

Conformance requirements of test case 6.2.2.5 only concern to the release 8 of 3GPP TS 36.304 specification. Therefore, section 6.2.2.5.1 is required to modify to encount IMS enabled UE. Otherwise, an IMS enabled UE can not be verified on this test case.

	Test purpose and requirement is changed to encount release 9 or later release of specification. 

Following way is proposed.
·  A UE does not support IMS service
As considering above way, a UE with invalid USIM shall disable EUTRAN capabilities without regard to the rlease version of the UE and this UE satisfies the purpose of this test case.
