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1. Introduction

At RAN#63 meeting a new work item proposal: UE Conformance Test Aspects - LTE UE TRP and TRS and UTRA Hand Phantom was approved in [1]. Revision 0.2.0 of “TS 37.544: User Equipment (UE) and Mobile Station (MS) Over The Air (OTA) performance” was published based on the result of RAN5#65 [2]. At RAN#66 plenary meeting a revised WID for LTE UE TRP and TRS and UTRA Hand Phantom related UE TRP and TRS Requirements was approved [3]. Based on the revised WID the Definitions should be changed to align with revised WID.
2. Proposal 

It is proposed that the following Definitions text proposal is added to TS 37.544: 

3.1
Definitions

For the purposes of the present document, the terms and definitions given in TR 21.905 [1] and the following apply. A term defined in the present document takes precedence over the definition of the same term, if any, in TR 21.905 [1].
Browsing mode position: UE is held in hand, but not pressed against ear (such as web browsing and navigation).
Data mode transfer position: UE used away from the user’s head, applicable for LME and LEE devices.

FS: UE used in a free space configuration.

LEE: Laptop embedded equipment (such as embedded module card embedded in notebooks).

LME: Laptop mounted equipment (such as plug-in devices like USB dongles).

Primary mechanical mode: the mode that is most often used during a call beside the head. Other mechanical modes are secondary. Every terminal has at least one primary mechanical mode.
Speech mode position: UE used close to head phantom (specific anthropomorphic mannequin).




3. Conclusion

If the proposals are agreed by RAN WG5 we recommended it’s included in the next release of TS 37.544. 
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
