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1. Introduction
At the RAN4#73 meeting in November 2014, RAN4 agreed to send an LS to RAN5 [1].

In the overall description, RAN4 explains the addition of an OOBE below 694MHz associated to NS_01. The requirement applies from Rel-11. RAN4 expressed concerns regarding delays on the availability of UE platforms supporting band 28 due to the addition of this requirement.
To this extent, the action to RAN5 is:
ACTION: 
RAN4 would like to ask RAN5 to ensure that Band 28 UEs are not mandated to be conformance tested for the requirements added in R4-147946 during a suitable transition time.
The requirement at hand is this one (from [2]):

2. Transition period
What RAN5 needs to ensure is that the -42dBm/8 MHz requirement is not used for UE certification during a transition period. 

The concept of transition period has been used before in RAN5, but then as a way of giving SS vendors time to implement a major change. In these cases the SS vendor is free to use the old or new implementation of the test case during this transition period. 

In the case of band 28, RAN5 need to ensure the mentioned requirement is not tested until the transition period has ended, even if SS vendors support the new implementation of the test case. The transition period concept as used before in RAN5 can then not be directly used here, but needs some rewording.
A typical transition period has in the past been 2 RAN5 meeting cycles (6 months), which can be assumed reasonable also in this case. Note that on top of RAN5 transition period there is also an additional delay in GCF before the requirement becomes mandatory (and band 28 is at the moment not active in GCF). Also, 3 months have already passed since RAN4 agreed the requirement.

Two ways of achieving the purpose can be recognised:

a) Add a note in 36.521-1 like this:

Editor’s note: For a transition period of two meeting cycles until RAN5#68, the requirement -42 dBm/8 MHz in band 28 is optional

b) Do not put any notes about transition period in 36.521-1, but instead document in official meeting minutes that RAN5 have agreed not to introduce this in the specification until the transition period has ended
The risk of implementing b) is that the requirement is forgotten.
 2. Proposals
It is proposed that RAN5 agree to:

1. Have a transition period where the requirement for Band 28 emissions to protect 686-694MHz does not need to be tested until after RAN5 # 68 (August 2015)

2. As a way to implement the transition period, select option a in section 2 above
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
