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	Reason for change:
	For A-GPS RRC testing, the Almanac information contained in the .csv-file  “Almanac Assist01.csv” does not match with the Almanac described in the corresponding Yuma-file “GPS 1 Yuma.txt”. The Yuma has the Week Number 282, while the .csv describes orbits with a reference Week Number 283. 
Note: The test scenario is on Sat 22 Jan 2005 (8 am) and the Yuma file is the one started to being sent on Wed 19 Jan. According to GPS ICS the Yuma is 3.5 days after transmission valid  i.e. in our case also valid for the test scenario. Also the satellite's orbits described in the Yuma file are consistent with the ones described in the Rinex Navigation file. As such the Yuma-file “GPS 1 Yuma.txt” can be considered as correct reference.

Furthermore the .csv-file is missing records for satellites 3, 13 and 23.
As such the .csv-file is wrong and needs to be corrected.

	.csv-file  “Almanac Assist01.csv” corrected (generated new based on the Yuma-file) to match the correct information in Yuma-file “GPS 1 Yuma.txt”



	
	

	Consequences if not approved:
	Inconsistent Almanac information in .csv- and Yuma-file will lead to different test implementation, depending on which file is taken as reference for assistance information to the DUT, while only the Yuma-file is correct so far. 

Furthermore the assistance information to the UE based on the existing .csv file will be wrong, since records on satellites 3, 13 and 23 will be missing
