At RAN Plenary#70 in Dec 2015, a RAN5 Work Item for LAA UE conformance test was agreed in RP-151766 [1], and is now active. The objective of the work item is to develop the test environment and the RF, RRM and protocol conformance test cases for Rel-13 LTE LAA, and has a target completion date of Dec 2016 in RAN5.
A initial work plan has been made available in R5-160326.
RAN4 made progress in core for test case for clause 7 receiver characteristics test cases of 36.521-1. RAN4 is expected to make considerable progress in ongoing RAN4#78 meeting. 
This Tdoc considers on general organisation of various test cases.
2. 36.521-1 Clause 7 receiver characteristics
RAN4 approach can be interpreted as considering LAA as new CA band combinations.
Meeting to endorse to treat LAA band combinations like any other CA band combinations; i.e. to update existing CA test cases.
