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1. Introduction
R5-185981 proposed a new RRC-CONNECTED state for RF testing to save testing time in RF TRx test cases. This document proposes usage of the same across all RRM connected mode tests as well with the same objective of simplifying the initial conditions and saving test time.
2. Discussion

The below generic procedures are currently already added to TS 38.508-1 and in use in the RF parametric tests in TS 38.521-1/-2/-3

Currently, all RRM test cases will perform the following signalling procedures before setting up the initial condition, as they call the NR RRC_Connected generic procedure :

               Attach procedure + RRCConnectionRelease + Paging + RRCConnectionSetup 

This signalling procedures add unnecessary testing time in all RRM test cases, similar to what happened in RF TRx tests before the above procedures were added. This can be avoided by aligning with RF test specifications and using the existing generic procedures highlighted above for RRM connected mode tests.
3. Conclusion
It is proposed that RAN5 discusses and agrees the following proposals to optimize testing time for all RRM test cases:
Proposal 1: Use the defined RF NR RRC_CONNECTED and RF E-UTRA RRC_CONNECTED state for the appropriate RRM connected mode tests in TS 38.533. 
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
