	Reason for change:
	The test procedure defined in Test Case 8.2.5.5.1 'Reconfiguration failure / SCG Reconfiguration Failure / SRB3 / EN-DC' simulates network failure when the NW does not provide physCellId in the RRCConnectionReconfiguration message. This in reality is irrecoverable error and if it happens in real life will make service impossible.

The RAN2 idea when specifying this failure handling was not in respond to such NW behaviour rather it was targeting the case when the NW may request the UE for something (correct coding) the UE does not support.
Consequently, one possible approach to provide test coverage could have been to find something the UE does not support and simulate the NW requesting it.
Apart from serious complexity such a test design approach will bring, this however would mean that the test will simulate different behaviour towards UEs supporting different things, and, cannot be run against UEs which support everything.

Furthermore, NW recovery behaviour in this situation has not been specified and even if the UE behaves correctly it is not guaranteed that upon such a failure the service will not suffer - the NW may continue sending RRCConnectionReconfiguration message with the same content.
Consequently, this TC does not serve any reasonable purpose.

For the above described reasons similar TC was not specified in e.g. LTE although similar requirements for LTE exist.
