4. TTCN3 issues

· Shicheng will participate in the next MTS meeting where the an additional TTCN3 release (upgrading version 3.3.1). will be discussed. The new version is mainly to resolve the three open CR from MCC TF160.

· Two tool providers promised to implement the V3.3.1 immediately.

· There will be an opportunity to discuss TTCN3 tool issues with the tool providers during the TTCN Workshop in April. A session on 9th 1400 - 1600 is planned for that purpose.

5. R5s080004

R&S proposed  an ASP adaptation in relation with TTCN-CR R5s080004 and will further revise the proposal according to the Anite comment.

As soon as a more detailed version is available, which should be part of a draft CR, MCC TF 160 will implement it in iwd wk16.

6. Baseline move to Rel-7
The last iwd based on Rel-6 base line will be iwd wk16. Derived from this a iwd wk17 will be delivered which realises the move to Rel-7. Shicheng will provide a CR list to be implemented in the two deliveries.
