According to RFC 3261, the Route header contains a SIP-URI which in turn may contain a port number. 

In TS 34.229-1 annex A.1.1 (default message contents for Register, Route header, conditions A1 and A3)  the port number is not explicitly mentioned. Nevertheless in the explanation at the top of Annex A it is stated that “The contents of the messages described in the present Annex is not complete - only the fields and headers required to be checked or generated by SS are listed here.  The messages sent by the UE may contain additional parameters, fields and headers which are not checked and must thus be ignored by SS”.
