	Rejected since PLMNs shall according to Pre-test conditions have same MCC value: “Four inter-frequency multi-PLMN cells as specified in TS36.508 clause 4.4.1.2 are configured broadcasting default PLMNs as indicated in TS 36.508 Table 4.4.2-2 except that all MCC values are the same as for Cell 1.”
However, TTCN is not completely according to prose since TTCN has been implemented with the understanding that all cells shall belong to different PLMN. Prose CR to 6.1.1.1 Pre-test conditions must be raised to clarify this.
