Change 1 – Correction of function f_TC_9_2_2_1_3_GERAN
	Function Name
	f_TC_9_2_2_1_3_GERAN

	Reason for change
	In R5s130273 change 2 states: 
“In LTE<>GERAN path for TC 9.2.2.1.3 switch off prompt comes only after UE is switched off. This is because TTCN has handling of IMSI detach before calling the common postamble function.”
The proposed change in R5s130273 does not take into account that the default Mobile Identity used in cr_G_Imsi_DetachInd  is a TMSI. In the test case the UE does not have a TMSI at the time of detaching. Therefore the UE will use the IMSI. 

	Summary of change
	The IMSI was passed as parameter to template cr_G_Imsi_DetachInd.

	MCC160 Comment
	Instead, implemented a pre-preamble on both UTRAN and GERAN cells, and also assigned a TMSI during location update procedure, in accordance with the prose.  This will ensure the UE has a TMSI when it tries to detach.
