	cr_InterFreqRSTDMeasurementIndication_r10_IEs_stop ()

	Reason for change
	The definition of template “cr_InterFreqRSTDMeasurementIndication_r10_IEs_stop” uses “stop_” instead of “stop” as the latter is a reserved word in TTCN. However, in the definition of the corresponding ASN.1 type (--> see change 2 below) “stop” is actually used. This results in the missing declaration of “stop_”. 
Please refer also to the further reasoning in change 2 below.
