Reason for change
The test case is highly unstable at step 16 to 18.The time to trigger Measurement Report is 5sec and the tolerance taken is 10% i.e 500ms i.e the time the TTCN is waiting to receive the Measurement Report is 5.5 sec which is very small, as at the TTCN level the Measurement Control message is sent and the timer is started, but it takes some time for the Message to reach the UE and then for the UE to wait 5 sec and send the Measurement Report back to the SS(some time is also required for the message to reach from SS L1 to higher layers). Ideally the timer in TTCN should be started when the SS has received the L2 ACK for the Measurement Control.



Summary of change
The TTCN is changed to wait for the L2 ACK as shown in step 14.Therefore the constraint type for Measurement Control is changed appropriately.
