	Reason for change
	When we execute the SMS testcases in CS Mode in Data Path and not the speech call path, by setting the PIXIT parameter px_CC_Serv to “V110”, SS initiates a MT call with the appropriate ITC. After the Call is established, the RLP module of the UE tries to perform the XId negotiation. But as the SS does not respond, XID_Timeout happens, and after the maximum attempts, UE sends Disconnect message. This is a valid behaviour and is complaint to 3GPP specifications.

This is currently not handled in TTCN. The testcases fail as they are expecting a CM SERVICE REQUEST on RB Id 3, where as the UE sends a Disconnect message on RB Id 3.

	Change the TTCN implementation to add handling of XID Negotiation.

	Modification
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After changes: 
The change should be such that TTCN can handle the XID negotiation performed by UE and thus respond to it or handle the DISCONNECT message sent by UE, when tested in CS Data path.
