1. It is proposed to use RB_Intract_Backgr_C431 as Selection Reference. 

2. The description should be as per 34.132-2:

UEs supporting FDD and reference radio bearer configuration “Interactive or background / UL:64 DL:64 kbps / PS RAB + Interactive or background / UL:64 DL:64 kbps / PS RAB + UL:3.4 DL:3.4 kbps SRBs for DCCH”

3. The Selection Reference should expand to (pc_FDD ) AND (pc_RAB_A_18c_57) . 
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
