	Increased the guard timer to 600 sec.

	Reason for change
	If at step h, UE sends any unexpected connection request, the testcase fails immediately leaving the UE in manual mode. But the UE should be reset to automatic mode for the next execution, even if the testcase fails. 

	Summary of change
	Created a local tree lt_RRC_Delay to handle any unexpected message at step h and used at line #22. 

	Source of change
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5 Branches executed in test case 6.1.1.14
The test case implementation was executed with Integrity enabled and ciphering enabled.
