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	SS log analysis against the test specifications is hard, time consuming and sometimes impossible without SS vendor or TTCN expert support. In many cases only “fail” or “inconclusive” verdict is provided without any reason for failure. Also references to the prose steps are missing in some cases. Test cases are used for UE certification and it’s unfair to fail the UE without providing the reason for failure. Criteria for failures are specified in the test specifications and it would be natural to provide these in the SS log.   
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	SS log analysis against the prose is not efficient and in some cases impossible without SS vendor or TTCN expert support. Conformant UE may fail the test case, because of  erroneous “Fail” or “Inconclusive” verdict assignment.

The failure reason shall be indicated in the log file in case of  “Fail” or “Inconclusive” verdict. The following failure reasons shall be provided (example is described after each failure reason):

Incorrect content in message/PDU/SDU received:

Step A: Expected PDU with content x, but received PDU with content y at “FN X / SFN XYZ”.

No message/PDU/SDU received:

Step C: Expected message x, but no message received during wait time of x secs.

Unexpected message/PDU/SDU received:
