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Introduction
This topic has been discussed during the Sidebar in last RAN5#69. The discussion is about whether configuration of different IP addresses for BSF and NAF for XCAP Testcases would be allowed or not. Currently, TTCN uses same IP address for both Network Entities.  A generic Bootstrapping Server Function (BSF) and the UE shall mutually authenticate using the AKA protocol, and agree on session keys that are afterwards applied between UE and a Network Application Function (NAF).

Based on the reference model, UE may expect different IP addresses during GBA procedure for BSF and NAF over interfaces Ub and Ua. Hence, we think that having same IP address for both BSF and NAF may not be similar to real network behaviour. 




2.Proposal

Currently, there is no pixit that defines IP address for BSF. Proposal is to define another pixit to define IP address of BSF This provides flexibility to have another IP address and also, same IP address as NAF can be used if UE supports. This allows flexibility. 
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
